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Wonder what happens after you enter your painting digitally?

Let us say you have selected the painting (s) you wanted to enter for jurying for the International Mile High 2010 show. You
have sent your entry fee and a signed contract to Bev O’Neil, so it arrives on the deadline date.

You go to the PSC website, where Karl Johnson, our webmaster has arranged it to go automatically to Bev O’Neil and myself
(Penny) | collect the image from my e-mail. After | have checked to make sure it meets the digital guidelines it is put into a file in
my computer. The next day after the deadline, Bev and | meet and go over our lists very carefully several times. Checking and
double checking the contract information against the entered images. At this time a few were disqualified because they did not
meet the size requirements ( to small or to large). Those were the most difficult decisions to make.

When that task was finished, a list was made of just the digital titles that are in the same order as the images (alphabetically).
Artist's names do not appear anywhere. Every effort is made to see that we have a level playing field for each artist. | then put
all the accepted painting images less the disqualified ones, on two CDs and sent them to the juror. She did not see any names of
artists, just the image and titles. The juror is asked to jury in a set number of paintings, with the option to select a few more or
less. She will then return that to me. Artists are notified of their acceptance or if they have been declined. The acceptance letters
have information the artist will need to ship or deliver their painitng to the Art Center in Grand Junction. Each artist receives
framing and matting requirements. This results in a show that is professional and with a class look.

For
those who were declined, please remember those selections are the result of one person's experience and opinion.

Display tracks, complete with rare three-way stub
switches and century-old switch stands, hold many historic narrow and standard gauge locomotives
and cars. The Museum grounds contain three main buildings: the actual Museum and gift shop, the
Robert W. Richardson Library, and the Cornelius W. Hauck Restoration Facility, better known as the
Roundhouse. On the approximately 15 acres of grounds, locomotives, RGS motors, cars and other
railroad equipment are displayed outside beneath the palisades of North Table Mountain.
